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2. Precautions

o DO not remove protective covers of the unit T hazardous voltages
could be present inside.

[MESSAGES] Button retrieves messages and receiver information, silences
the alarm, and turns on the backlight for three seconds.

Internal Power

This green light indicator shows that the receiver is working.

Indicator On failure of the external power, the indicator may be
automatically deactivated to reduce the energy consumption.

This red light indicator is activated if an error occurs (e.g. loss
of external power.)
